SHERIFF’S TWO DAY CRIME SUPRESSION OPERATION RESULTS IN ARRESTS OF LARGE NUMBER OF ILLEGAL ALIENS

     MAJORITY OF ARRESTS INVOLVE FELONY VIOLATIONS

(Maricopa County AZ) Sheriff Joe Arpaio reports that his 18th crime suppression operation once again proves successful. Within 17 hours, the newly formed illegal immigration enforcement posse and deputies arrested 83 suspects with 68 being illegal aliens involved in human smuggling. The remaining 15 were United States citizens that were arrested for crimes ranging from warrants, drugs, a recovered stolen vehicle and traffic violations.

During the operation, a total of 725 pounds of Marijuana was seized from illegal aliens bringing the drugs into the County. Methamphetamine was also seized during the operation. 

Leading up to the two day operation, The Maricopa County Sheriff’s Office arrested 56 illegal aliens involved in human smuggling bringing the total arrested to 124. 

Sheriff Arpaio stated his office has investigated on the streets and in the jails over 44,000 illegal aliens since he cracked down on enforcing state and federal immigration laws.

Arpaio states, “Human smuggling and drug traffickers seem to be joining forces because of the motive of profit.” Arpaio will be increasing his crime suppression, employer sanction and human smuggling operations. Also, he will not be deterred by the Department of Justice investigation against his office currently in progress regarding alleged racial profiling.
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
